Background

The School Board requested information regarding transportation services that are provided by FCPS but that are not required by State or Federal law.

Key Issues

What are the resource implications of this optional transportation?

School Board Discussion/Decision

Would the School Board consider modifying or eliminating any optional transportation as a means to reduce costs and/or to provide the resources that might be necessary to allow for later start times for high schools? Guidance in this regard would be helpful to the consulting firm that will be conducting the study on transportation and high school start times.

Staff Recommendation

Staff recommends that the consultant consider, as a part of the transportation study:

Impact of changing GT middle school boundaries and certain special education program boundaries as a means to achieve transportation efficiencies.
Potential efficiencies that might occur by consolidating ALC and alternative high school programs on the same campuses.
Review current policies for grandfathering transportation for students due to school boundaries and students who opt out of modified calendar schools.
Review current policy on attendance areas/busing for magnet elementary schools (Hunters Woods and Bailey’s).

Options

The School Board could modify or eliminate any of these services.
